Young entrepreneur Michael Furdyk
Global Citizenship
How Youth can take Action to Make their Communities a Better Place
Canadian Michael Furdyk is the Co-founder and Director of Technology for TakingITGlobal.org, an online community for young people that engages thousands of youth in more than 200 countries and territories. An engaging presenter, Michael has spoken to more than 50,000 educators about the importance of engaging students and integrating technology and global perspectives into the classroom.

As one of Teen People's "20 teens that will change the world", Michael has shared his opinions about youth engagement as a member of the Net Generation by speaking at dozens of international events and making numerous major media appearances. Michael’s board memberships and advisory positions include Microsoft, Pollution Probe and the Anytime, Anywhere Learning Foundation.

Michael has consulted for many Fortune 500 companies, including a six-month engagement developing youth strategy with Microsoft in Seattle, Washington.
Pre-Webcast Discussion and Activities
In Webcast #1 in this series, Canadian wrestler Carol Huynh spoke about the importance of her community in achieving her Olympic goals.  Connecting with neighbours, support from friends and family, help from others – it was the strength of Carol’s community that helped her succeed.   

Webcast #2 will look at the global community and the idea of global citizenship:  can what one person does in isolation affect people elsewhere?

Activity #1 – Defining global citizenship

· Teacher asks students to define what the term “global citizen” means to them.   After students make their own list of criteria, have them either share out to the class, or first share in small groups, then report to the class for discussion.
Teacher Note

Criteria students may want to include in their definition of a global citizen
· Fair minded
· Ability to accept diversity
· Empathetic
· Aware
· Can look in-depth at issues
· Motivated to take action

· Optional Part B for discussion (if time is available) Would you use the same criteria for a country?  Can a country be described as a global citizen?


Activity #2 – Roles and Responsibilities

Teacher asks students:  What are the roles and responsibilities of someone who defines themselves as a global citizen?   Remind students that global education is not just about what’s happening on the other side of the world; it is also about what is happening right here.  Students can make a list of the roles and responsibilities to share in large or small groups, or this question can be for a full class discussion.
Teacher Note
Students’ answers will depend on who they are as individuals, and what they are each comfortable with in their lives.  Their answers could range from volunteering at a food bank, to organizing a community garden, to political activism.  


Activity #3 – Olympic Truce (Digging Deeper)
· Teacher tells students about the history of the Olympic Truce, and initiates a discussion on its relationship to global citizenship
· Question: Do you think the Truce is relevant today, and should all countries participating in the Olympics sign on to the Truce?
